The United Kingdom Cave Conservation and Emergency Fund (UKCCEF) is a charitable fund 
administered by the British Cave Research Association as a constituent member of the British Caving 
Association (BCA). The objectives of the Fund are to support, by loans or grants, projects which 
further the conservation of caves and cave features, including historic mines and other places of 
speleological interest within the United Kingdom. It is administered by its Committee and Treasurer.

The changes in the 
structure of British caving, including the demise of the National Caving Association (NCA) and the 
creation of the British Caving Association (BCA), required the UKCCEF constitution to be updated.
